Assignment 6: Revision Essay
To conclude English 111, show off everything you have learned about the rhetorical principles and practices you have learned by turning in a portfolio of revisions.

Assignment Goals:

Revision offers you the opportunity to do the following:

· Develop skill in evaluating your own writing and areas for change and improvement;

· Develop awareness of how different rhetorical situations require different types, structures, or styles of argument;

· Develop skill in identifying and adapting to different audiences, genres, styles, and structures.

Assignment Protocol:

You will choose one of your previous papers from the semester and write a significant revision. A significant revision goes beyond correcting typos and sentence errors; it involves a significant rethinking and redevelopment of an assignment (and maybe the correction of typos and sentence errors as needed). For instance, perhaps you didn’t do a strong job on the Definition assignment—but in the weeks since then, you have come to a deep understanding of the issues involved. Here is your chance to redo the assignment and get it right.

We will be discussing other options and strategies for revision in class including audience concerns, genre, arrangement and style, but it is worth mentioning now that your grade will depend not only on the quality of the finished work but on how “significant” was your revision. 

In order for me to assess your revision your portfolio must include: 

· The original graded draft with instructor’s comments 

· Peer reviews, rough drafts and research notes for each revision 

· An extensive cover letter that describes the rhetorical strategy/strategies you employed as you revised 

· Your significant revision. 

Please keep in mind that effective revision is a process that requires time, patience and commitment. Your portfolio should reflect on-going revisions that took place throughout the entire semester. 

Grading Standards:

In this assignment, I will be looking to see that you have done the following things well:

· Identified a reason for revision and developed a strategy for addressing this reason;

· Appropriately and significantly revised the original essay to address the new situation or correct perceived flaws in the original argument;

· Evaluated and analyzed your own revision process in a cover letter that explains what your revision is intended to accomplish and what specific changes you made to achieve those goals;

· Formatted your revised essay according to MLA style;

· Constructed your revised essay with the grace and style I have come to expect of all of you.

Please note: Your assignment is not complete unless it includes your original essay (with my comments), your revised essay, and your cover letter. Incomplete assignments will not be graded and will incur late penalties until they are complete.
