Introduction:  In this project we will be looking at 2010 Senate elections.

Part I: Who is Running for U.S. Senate in Your State?

Assigned Race: You will be assigned one of the following Senate races: Arkansas, California, Colorado, Oregon, Connecticut, Delaware, Illinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Missouri, Nevada, New Hampshire, North Carolina, Ohio, or Pennsylvania.
1. Go to this website: http://pollster.com/polls/2010senate/
2. On the right hand side, look for “All Polls and Charts”, find your state and click on the abbreviation.

3. Look under the category 2010 Senate. That will list the Democrat (labeled “D”) and Republican (labeled “R”). Fill out the following form.

4. Log on to the computer and go to this website:  http://www.politics1.com/
5. Find the “State and Federal Candidates” link at the top of the splash page and double click it.

6. When you get to this website, click on your state. 

7. Look for “U.S. Senator” and locate your two candidates. If you click on their names, this will take you to their website. If you look carefully, you can find a link to their biography. This might be called “About” or “Biography”, for example. 

Part II: Political Biography of Senatorial Candidates

Introduction: Most politicians running for higher office have had a lot of experience in government and their communities. They are most often married with a family and they have higher educations. In this part of the project, I would like you to compare the political biographies of the Republican and Democratic candidates.

Writing Assignment 1: In politics, people often cast their vote for the person they consider to be the better candidate. Who is the better candidate? Justify your answer by referring to the biographies, including education, previous elected political experience (in government), and other experience as applicable.



Part III: The Political Environment

The national political environment can affect attitudes toward politics at the state level. Heavily Democratic or heavily Republican states are less like to be affected the “national mood” than states that are evenly divided between Democrats and Republicans and have a substantial number of independents. What is the national mood? To do this let’s look at some current statistics.

1. Go to http://pollster.com/polls/2010senate/ look under “National Trends”, and click on: “Obama Approval: Overall.” 

The President’s Party loses seats in Congress in Midterm elections (like this year’s election). If the President’s approval rating is down in an election year, it will hurt his party’s candidates more than if his approval is high. 

Look at the most recent poll. That will be the upper most poll. Answer these questions:

Part IV: Public Opinion Polls

Introduction: Political scientists use public opinion polls to gauge the amount of popular support a Senatorial candidate. In these polls, efforts are made to make sure the people polled or questioned are representative of all people (all people in a state or in the nation, for example). For example, if 12 percent of Americans are African-American, pollsters want 12 percent of the respondents (the people polled) to be African-Americans. 

Polls have a “margin of error.” This simply measures the accuracy of the poll. If 36 percent of the respondents believe that they will support Senator Hillary Clinton and margin of error is 3.7 percent, then Senator Clinton’s support might really be between 36 + 3.7 =  39.7 percent at the high end or 36 – 3.7 = 32.3 percent at the low end.

8.  Look at the following table:

[image: image4.jpg]CNN/Opinion Research Corporation Poll. July 27-29, 2008. N=914 registered voters nationwide. Mo + 3.
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The margin of error for this survey is plus/minus 3 percent. 

The July 27-29th survey reports that, considering the margin of error, McCain could have between 41 and 47 percent of the vote and Obama between 54 and 48 percent of the vote. If the survey was not that accurate, it could be Obama had 48 percent of the vote and McCain 47 percent of the vote. We could conclude that Obama is ahead by 1 percentage point.
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The June 26-29 survey must be interpreted differently. Considering the margin of error, McCain could have between 42 and 48 percent of the vote and Obama between 53 and 47 percent of the vote. Since it is statistically possible that McCain and Obama could have the same percent of the vote (48 or 47 percent)—that is to say they are even or tied—then we say the survey results “fall within the margin of error.” This is a fancy way of saying that they could be tied!
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Writing Assignment: Look at “Question 7” above.  Given the margin of error for the Republican and Democratic candidates, who is ahead, and is it possible that the two candidates’ support falls within the margin of error? Justify your position by using statistics to support your conclusion.

h. Compare the two tables. Assume that the 2008 exit poll represents the party base. Compare the exit poll to the Rasmussen poll. Do you find that the 2010 Democrat and Republican candidates are securing their base? For example, in 2008 75 percent of conservatives may have voted for McCain but in your Senate race, only 55 percent of conservatives may be voting for the Republican candidate. If this were the case, the Republican candidate is not securing the conservative vote that is part of their political base.

Part V: Candidate’s War Chest—Money, Money, Money!

Introduction: In this part of your exercise, you will look at how much money Senatorial candidates have collected, spent, and have left to spend. 

To read this chart you need to know several things. First, candidates are required to report how much money they have raised and spent. Second, Campaign finance information is reported quarterly (January-March, April-June, July-September, and October-December). September 30 refers to the money raised all year and reported on the September report.

Money is important in politics because it buys you yard signs, tv commercials, campaign literature to mail to people, and campaign consultants, for example. Without money, you really can’t let people know who you are and your stance on the issues. You have to have enough money to win. BUT money isn’t all, I doubt that all the money in the world would get Usama bin Laden elected President in the US—if he could run!

People give to Senatorial candidates for different reasons. Generally, if people think their candidate has a chance to win or has the right stand on the issues, they give money.
