The dissertation considers the formal function of the Sins in the plays, juxtaposing them with Bakhtinian ideas of the grotesque and carnivalesque. Specifically, it argues against a carnivalesque reading of the plays, suggesting that they are best understood in their original Lenten context. In contrast to the liberatory dimension of the grotesque in Rabelais, the grotesque elements of the moralities are linked to the Sins and to sin in general. As there is never any real doubt that virtue will triumph in the plays, the audience is aware that the grotesque will be repressed as well, an outcome that neatly suits the culture’s rejection of the physical for the spiritual. The linkage of the grotesque to evil may be seen as another sort of mortification of the flesh.
